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DECTISTON

This matter was heard on the 14th November. 1996.:

2. Bv letter dated 25th October, 1996, the Caribbean
Telecommunications Limited ("CTL,") has obiected to the provision of
wireless local loon telenhone svstem hyv the Guvana Televhone and
Telegravh Company Limited ("GT&T"). However. Dr Soobrian., who
renresented CTI, admitted that in the case of wireless local loon
telenhone svstem the message is conveved bv means of radio
freaquency and that if the Government allocates a nerson a radio
freaguency and allows him to operate a radio telephone, he can
operate a wireless local loop telepnhone svstem.

3. In the light of the above concession. and the provisions of
Annexure E of the Aagreement dated 18th June. 1990. between the
Government of Guvana and the Atlantic Tele-Network Tnce.. and the

Licence dated 19th Decemher, 1990. aranted tao GT&T under the
Telecommunications Act 1990 (No. 28 of 1990}, it is clear that GT&T
is entitled to bprovide telenhone service by wireless local loon
system.

ORDER

In view of the above, the obiection raised bv CTIL is reijected.
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5. Dr Soobrian of CTIL contended that GT&T has no monopoly in
providing the above service and Ms Fileen Cox of the Consumers'

Advisoryv Bureau and Miss Lily Ferdinand. lLeagal Counsel representing
the Guvana Consumers' Association. raised dauestions regarding
gecurity and suitability in rplar1on to the wireless local loon
telephone syvstem. These matters do not arise directly from the
objection raised by CTL's letter dated 25th October, 1996. If
these matters are raised separately. the Commission will consider

them.
