FI)mp ANp MOBTLE TERMTNATTON BATES FOR THE YEAB 2023

Regulation l8 (2) of the Telecommunications (Interconnection and Access) Regulations 2024,

provides that the Commission may "develop, prescribe, and dpply methodologies, whtch may include

benchmarking and netwark modelling, to be used by dominant operations and services providers for

interconnection".

Bywayof letteronthe 20tu day ofMay 2022the Commissionhadsignalledtoboththedominantand

jointty dominant service providers, the Guyana Telephone & Telegraph Co. Ltd. (GTT) and U-Mobile

(Cellular) Inc. (Digicel) respectively that it has embarked upon a benchmarking exercise which may

ultimately determine the rates for interconnection in accordance with regulation 18 (2) of the

Telecommunications (Interconnection :and Access) Regulations 2020.

The completed study, Proposal for Termination Rates in the Co-operative Republic of Guyana using

a Benchmarking Methodologt as commissioned by the Public Utilities Commission was disseminated

to both GJT and Digicel on the lzth day of June 2022 for their review.

The Commission has recognised that the curent termination rates have been in effect since rhe l$ day

of January 20l l and as such may be inconsistent with the spirit and intent of the Telecommunications

(Interconnection and Access) Regulations 2020.

Therefore, after carefi.rl consideration and consistent with our legal mairdate, the Commission has

determined and hereby orders that the charges for the fixed and mob-ile termination rates as prescribed

in the Public Ufilities Commission's benchmark study titled Proposal for Termination Rates in the

Co-operative Republic af Guyana using a Benchmarking Methodologt as commissioned by the Public

Utilities Commission shall be applied for the period commencing the 17tr day of February 2A23 and

endrng the 16ftday of Febmary 2024 as an interim measure.

The following are the prescribed termination rates for the period.
